Both Wells played watchful knocks, content to tick the score over rather than take big risks until the introduction of Dan to the attack at the start of twenty overs saw a change. Dan struggled with his line from the start, conceding regular wides and Gary Wells went after him, hitting three sixes on his way to fifty.
We finally got a breakthrough in Phil’s first over, as John took a good catch from a firm cut but the incoming Taylor was able to maintain the momentum putting on another fifty for the third wicket. That partnership came to an end with Simon brought back into the attack, seeing a skier dropped, he then bowled both the established batsmen in three balls. That left nineteen required off three overs in the gathering gloom but although Simon took a third wicket and the game went into the final over, the big hitting of our old adversary Alan Mayers didn’t really leave the result in much doubt.
