Glorious sunny weather greeted the visit of A Few Good Men, we were again only 10 and one of those, John Ramsay, came into the game with a muscle pull that saw him field at slip and unable to bowl. Phil, captain, in the absence of the working Ben, lost the toss.
There was a quick break through as Bomber bowled Maitland off his pads with his opening delivery and the early swinging conditions helped the bowlers. The batsmen though survived and as they grew more confident, Simon found himself driven for a succession of boundaries. Healey received his first life as a diving Neil Tustian couldn’t hold on at gully off Bomber. 
A double bowling change saw the fifty partnership brought up before Alister effected a sharp stumping off Dan. There was to be no respite as Wickham played his part during a further fifty stand, although another two sharp chances were put down, Healey bringing up his half-century in the process. Dan, having initially been told it was his last over, produced two wickets in two balls, the second to the bemusement of the batsman and half the fielding side who couldn’t work out how the bail came to be lying on the ground. Sturgess survived the hat-trick ball but Dan bowled him in his next over.

Healey received another reprieve when a thunderous c&b chance cannoned off Phil’s hand in his follow through before finally holing out to mid-off. AFGM weren’t ready to lie down with Odell providing the late impetuous, Beare was caught out of his ground more concerned about the umpire’s reaction to an lbw shout while Wilkinson played all round a slower ball, as they posted an imposing 198.
Right from the start of our reply, the quality of the ground fielding was impressive with gaps hard to find. The bowling was also tight and extras apart there was little on offer for the first half dozen overs. Alister began to tick over with a couple of steers through the off side but Charlie was never entirely comfortable, he was given a life when dropped in the tenth over, recovered to swat Odell for six but then perished skying the next ball. 
Dan promoted up the order following last weeks fifty didn’t find runs as easy to come by and never quite got on top of the bowling, he still managed to pick off several boundaries but gave the impression that he was having to force his play. Sturgess got through his defences with the score on eighty and that initiated a damaging period of eight overs that saw five wickets fall. Alister put a tame one up in the air, Neil Tustian saw mid-off dive and cling on to a full blooded drive that brought a roar of approval from the fielding side followed by a two ball duck from Simon and Leigh’s wicket to the probing Bastdeo.
The game looked in the balance but all was not lost as Phil had kept himself down the order, although hampered by a hand now sore and swollen plus the in-form John. AFGM mixed up their bowling but the two batsmen took it all in their stride, 82 runs at an asking rate of six was kept well under control and they accelerated towards the end to win the game with two overs to spare.
For the record: The clubs second highest successful run chase, a new club record partnership for the 7th wicket; 83* P Houseman & Jn Ramsay and 40 not out is also a club personal best for John.
