Ipsden won by 81 runs
The first round of the Friendly Cup and new opponents for us and new entrants for the cup, the hosts having replaced Cuxham. Dorchester Dodgers are a junior side and on the day comprised of nine players of sixteen or younger plus two fathers.

With Ben due to be late and Phil absent from the starting line-up, replaced by our own youth division in Ed Howlett, Charlie took responsibility for the toss. With the playing area a bit of a hayfield due to the mechanical problems with the mowing plus the unknown quantity of the opposition, Charlie planned to field first, needless to say he lost the toss.

From the start the Dorchester bowling impressed, helped by some bounce in the track they bowled a disciplined line and gave away few scoring opportunities, indeed the opening pairs spell of ten overs only cost them 28 runs. First change Hawkins was as equally tight but the introduction of Littleworth saw us break the shackles, Dave Wood true to form booming three sixes. He survived one half chance before bringing up his second fifty of the season only to perish next over to the miserly Hawkins. Alister quickly followed putting up a chance off the spin of Sharman and a period of consolidation followed.
Once in Ben took a liking to the spinner and helped three sixes over the leg side boundary and Charlie added another to the exasperation of the bowler. The push was again derailed as Ben fell next over and with just ten overs left Charlie put Dave P through his paces with plenty of urgent running, a hard won 22 were added before Dave was run out and although Brownie fell first ball, Charlie hit a few late boundaries, John adding another not out to his collection.
It was difficult to know if we had enough runs and the technique of the opening pair ensured there was no complacency in the bowling. They put on thirty for the first wicket before Simon got one to nip back onto off stump. First change Bomber followed up next over, flicking off stump and bowled the keeper not long after.

There had been a bit of a storm in a teacup at the fall of Rockal’s wicket, unwisely taking on Dan’s arm for a second run he bounced off Dave Wood who was moving to back up the bowler. It was entirely accidental from our point of view and he was so far short of his ground it was unlikely to have affected the end result, neither umpire had seen the incident clearly enough to call the batsman back but the father was still grumbling about the event long after the end of the match.
For the record: Simon’s jumper trick, fielding a ball, it hopped up as he stooped forward and disappeared down the front of his jumper and it took a bemused moment looking around on the floor before he became aware of its rather unusual lodgement.
