Match drawn
Following last weeks postponement further rain in the week ensured a slightly soft but playable track. Vaughan reported a much younger looking Hailey side than previous years but still an unknown quantity.

Ben and Dave got off to a solid start, the pitch true for the drive but timing off the back foot less certain. The bowling was probing with the tall de Zulieta threatening with the yorker, however the batsmen survived and began to flourish before Ben fell with the score on 72, Chris C and John went cheaply but two big sixes from Dave saw him to a third successive fifty and new bat Dan came in and struck his second and third ball for big maximums of his own causing carnage amongst the sizeable crowd as a white plastic chair was obliterated by his first effort.

However Dave holed out two overs later and Dan went the next but there was to be no respite for Hailey as Simon found some form and Alister down the order put on a quick fifty with the bowling of Miller, in particular, coming under assault, a couple of late wickets gave Vaughan one ball to face and he obligingly thumped it down the ground for four.
From the start, the Hailey reply had the stamp of quality about it. Davidson in particular leaned effortlessly into several beautifully timed cover drives. It took a stunning piece of fielding to curtail the opening partnership, Dave Wood chasing down the ball deep at mid-wicket let fly at the non-strikers end with only one stump to aim at and struck it full on to leave the batsman yards short.
This though brought Coram-James to the wicket and together with Davidson built the partnership of the match, all six bowlers were thrown against them but both scored quality fifties in a century stand that moved into the last twenty overs threatening to win the game at a canter. John finally got the breakthrough with Will Foley capping a fine fielding display with a good catch off a swirling skier at cover.
Dan followed up with wickets in three successive overs to bring us back into the game, helped by smart catches from both Simon and Alister with Green turning around bemused as to how his bails came to be lying on the floor.
Miller and Robinson shored up the collapse and got the chase back on track before another direct hit from Dave Wood triggered another burst of three wickets that had us believing we could still win the game. It wasn’t to be as Hailey seemed to be content to secure the draw from this point and one very hard chance apart; the final overs were played out to this end.
For the record: Energy filled ‘debut’ for Will Foley, amazing reserves of energy from Alister who it turned out had completed a 15km run during the morning. One of the Hailey followers was actor Robert Powell, keen on his cricket and involved with the Lords Taverners he took a turn with the umpire’s coat.
