Lost by 15 runs
The second round of the Friendly Cup, only our second match against BCS and their first visit to Ipsden. Having won the toss they got off to a measured start, the conditions were sunny without being hot and the pitch proved slower than usual with the odd ball keeping low.

This seemed to help the bowlers to keep things tight as only 65 runs were scored in the first 25 overs. Crucially though BCS had wickets in hand, we hadn’t made a breakthrough until the 19th over, when England chopped a high full toss from Chris onto his stumps and next over Emmett nicked Simon behind.

Simon thought he had Welans in the same manner a couple of overs later, I certainly heard a noise from cover but the batsman was adamant he hadn’t hit it and more importantly the Umpire didn’t give it. Ideally the matter should have rested there but unfortunately it left an undercurrent that rumbled on for the remainder of the match.

In his final over Simon bowled Tony Windsor for the miserly figures of 8-4-10-2 but without him we began to lose control. Welans and Reidy began by putting on 79 at a run rate of ten culminating in a calamitous 36th that saw Jono drop two catches off Bomber on the boundary, the second one generating enough confusion for John to collect the loose ball and get a throw away that left Reidy stranded. However 17 runs had had been scored off the over and the wicket brought in Harvey who proved an even more destructive bat as another 46 came off the final four overs.
189 was a good score but by no means an insurmountable one however we didn’t get off to the best of starts as Alister chipped the third ball back to a grateful bowler. The wicket apart our innings mirrored Brightwell’s in terms of a slow start, Dave Wood again looked in good nick but Charlie could hardly buy a run.

Having got to 44 we were rocked by four wickets in five overs, Glendinning picking up three while Bunn put Charlie out of his misery (69mins, 6 runs). John and Simon brought us back into the game with a partnership of 59 that accelerated as the fifth and sixth bowlers were introduced but that also brought about Simon’s downfall as he was caught on the boundary trying to pull another six.

Jono came in to give John good support, with the latter brining up his maiden fifty. At this stage we needed 43 off 42 balls and confidence was high until one big shot too many saw John perish in a similar fashion to Simon. The wicket was accompanied by the return of the opening bowlers and they squeezed us out of the game, the field was pushed deep to allow singles but the urgently needed ‘big over’ wouldn’t come. Jono missed a straight one trying to go over the top and DP was unlucky backing up as the diving bowler deflected a firm drive onto the non-strikers stumps, and it was all over as Bomber perished at long off going for a desperate big shot in the final over.
For the record: Plenty of spilt catches as both sides grassed about 4 each. BCS opener Will Emmett was last seen at Ipsden playing for Wallingford Youth and also made one appearance for us at Swyncombe in 2005. A maiden half-century for John Ramsay and Bomber’s first dismissal since 9th July 2006.
