Won by 6 wickets
A dry and, in the main, sunny day for our visit to Cholsey; Ben had found putting an eleven together a real struggle and even with the recruitment of his eleven year-old brother-in-law, we were still only nine.

Cholsey themselves were a man short and with Ben winning the toss they were asked to bat. The pitch was dry and produced some bounce especially for John, which Haigh countered with a succession of chops to third man, Marshall looked to play a lot straighter and from early in the piece was coming down the wicket looking to lift the ball over the top. Both batsmen, to the frustration of the bowlers, also capitalised on our lack of numbers with a succession of drop and runs. The partnership was beginning to look threatening until Marshall again charged John but this time could only carve the ball on the full, straight to Ben at extra cover.
Another 30 was added for the second wicket, before Simon finally got through the defences of Haigh with the final ball of the 16th over, Bomber, starting his third over, hit a purple patch with a triple wicket maiden in the 17th as Cholsey’s fortunes subsided dramatically from 66 for 1 to 66 for 5 in the space of six balls.
Things didn’t get any better for them as first Bomber took another two in two balls in the 21st over, the second thanks to a juggled catch from Alister with the gloves before Dan repeated the dose next over to wrap things up.
It was still an hour before the scheduled break for tea so we turned things straight around. Ed was given an opening berth and looked very accomplished defending his first three balls before the extra bounce saw a fine catch from short mid-off.

Dave Wood having been relatively quiet in the opening overs suddenly came to life and took Nathanielsz apart with 21 runs coming off the sixth over, including a six that smashed a couple of tiles off the pavilion roof. We were only to lose one further wicket, Ben, who perished to a real loosener from J Haigh, pitching his first ball in his own half it spun sharply, at no time getting much above ankle height, to york Benny on the second bounce, before Charlie and Dave finished things off with a succession of boundaries, Dave bringing up his fourth half-century of the season.
We broke for tea before embarking on a 16 over beer leg.

For the record: In the course of the match, Bomber became only the third Ipsden cricketer to take 300 wickets.
