Match drawn
Heavy rain in the build up to the game saw a wet pitch, but a dry morning saw us able to get things ready for the 2:30pm start. Selection problems meant another call up for Nick Joanes and unexpectedly, Phil’s brother Rob. Ben lost the toss and was asked to bat and it was an eventful start, beginning with two wides, a further ball down leg side saw Ben have a waft only to nick it to the keeper.
Half way through the second over and a heavy wind assisted drizzle descended forcing the players to retreat to the pavilion, it relented but after a further delay to allow the pitch to dry, 50 minutes were lost. The play didn’t improve from Ipsden’s point of view following the resumption, as we quickly lost Charlie and then Rob saw slip pluck a flying edge out of the air to leave us at 11 for 3.

Enter Simon, in little form with the bat this season, indeed currently in pole position for the Mallard, so no one could have anticipated what was to follow; he unleashed something special and before we knew it he was celebrating a fifty with a six off just the 19th ball he’d faced. Almost immediately the rains returned and we were subjected to another 20 minute break.
It was as though the delay had never happened once we restarted, Swyncombe persisted with the bowling of Dominic and Ipsden villager / former player Nobby Clarke but they were once again under the pump as Simon got stuck into them with a flurry of boundaries and big shots and in no time at all was celebrating a century (34 balls). He eventually fell for 116 in a stand worth 146 with Dave Wood who was in the unusual position of playing second if not third fiddle. Indeed it continued to happen around him as we cheered two runs from Nick, 4, 6 and out from Phil and then rapturous cheers as Dave Lile finally scored his first runs, three years on from his debut.

The late flurry of wickets gifted Goodall a ‘5 for’ and we ended up having to declare our innings one ball short of the quota as no.11 was still umpiring.

The reply got off to a solid start and it wasn’t until the seventh over that Bomber got through the defences of Markham, the same bowler struck again in the 15th falling low to take a c&b. It was into the last twenty shortly after as Ben emerged from behind the stumps to join Phil in a double bowling change and there was almost instant reward off the latter’s first over. A top edge saw the ball steeple over Nick Joanes who, with stiff arms pointed resolutely at the ball, somehow managed to hang on following a triple juggle as team mates rushed to congratulate him.

Moon came in to give the chase a bit of a go but he clipped the ball to Dave Wood to give Phil a second wicket. That brought Nobby to the crease and he combined with Harris to frustrate our efforts and leech away overs. It wasn’t until Bomber returned at the death that we were able to break the stand as Rob Houseman hung on to a catch for his ‘champagne’ moment and there was still time for a full toss to evade Choules. With the match all but over Bomber missed out on a ‘5 for’ in the final over as Reese was dropped twice off successive balls. 
For the record: Simon becomes the first Ipsden player to score two centuries and unsurprisingly the fastest, he also scored his 100th six for the club to bring up his fifty. His stand with Dave Wood, 146, is a new record for the 4th wicket. Rob Houseman, our scoreboard sponsor, made his debut, Dave Lile finally scored his first runs and there were further batting pbs for both Nick & Simon.
