Heavy overnight rain again caused Phil some delays in preparing the pitch but a bright morning did wonders to dry the square.

The end came without further addition to the score as Paynter was undone by John’s worst ball of his spell, a rank slow long hop.

For the record: Only our fourth victory over the opposition versus nine defeats. 2008 becomes our most productive ever for sixes, 64 have now been racked up and Simon leads the way with 14. 
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
