Heavy overnight rain again presented a damp square but Phil had providentially prepared the pitch the day before and a dry morning meant the going was soft but there were no concerns about get play underway. Probation had been struggling to find an eleven in the build up and arrived with ten but Colin was able to donate Wayne to their ranks.
Ben won the toss and agreed a limited overs format; we again lost early wickets but for once the skipper wasn’t among them. It had been Alister and Charlie who had both fallen to a tidy spell from Porter and Dave Wood almost joined them but for East who couldn’t quite hold on with a spectacular dive. Probation came to regret that, and another couple of missed chances as both batsmen seized on any opportunity to display their hitting prowess. Ben as ever strong behind square on the leg side and Dave hit the shot of the match with an imperious straight six onto Phil’s garage.
Ben, shrugging off a poor run of scores, had reached 84 when he finally fell; bringing to an end the chance of a maiden century in his 100th appearance and Dave having got to his fifty went next over, the pair having put on 119. The pain though wasn’t over for Probation as after a quiet start Dan and John got into the bowling attack with similar gusto. 

Dan had to survive an over where the bowler, Gokani, became fixated with running him out at the non-strikers end as he delivered, and there was also an awkward moment when the two batsman collided mid-wicket to send Dan’s bat flying but the partnership prospered, power was combined with urgency and stamina levels were tested with an all-run four. With both in their forties at the start of the final over, Dan spanked his former headmaster, Mr East, for three successive sixes to bring up his fifty but missed the next two to leave John no opportunity to claim a fifty of his own.
The reply saw a solid start for the Probation batsmen, Bomber not enjoying the slow conditions as Khawajh whipped him through the leg-side for several boundaries but he made the breakthrough, bowling Howell. The second wicket didn’t fall until the eleventh over as Simon bowled Batten, the Probation showing good resistance but not making many inroads into the target. Ben felt confident enough to bring Jono into the attack this coincided with the oppositions best partnership but Khawajh was denied a fifty as Bomber held on in the covers to give Jono his first wicket for three years.
Dan was soon into the attack and it was immediately obvious that a setting sun was going to play into his hands; he picked wickets up in his first three overs, including Wayne for the second time this season, Phil then ran out Porter in Chris Catchpole’s first ever over. Into Dan’s sixth and a dramatic finish, first he bowled Gokani, then Ben took a second catch to snaffle Tino first ball, five wickets for Dan, drama, the hat-trick ball, East fired it back over Dan’s head, he stretched up to pluck it from the sky but as we went up to acclaim a hat-trick and victory the cheers died in our throats as the ball inexplicably escaped Dan’s grasp as he brought his arm down. The hat-trick might be gone but we didn’t have long to wait for victory as Jono ran out East next ball.

For the record: The clubs 400th recorded fixture, Ben Davies 100th appearance. Three half-centuries in an innings for only the fourth time and the first for 15 years, first instance of two century partnerships in the same Ipsden innings, the clubs fourth highest innings total and Dan becomes only the fourth Ipsden player to record a fifty and take five wickets in the same match (joining B Parkinson 1995, P Houseman 2002 & S Brown 2003).
