Won by 7 wickets
After two wet weather postponements a dry Sunday was a joy to behold however heavy rain on the Friday still meant pitch preparation wasn’t without its problems.

Atkins hit successive boundaries but then chipped a ball from Simon to Phil at mid-off before Bomber closed out the innings conceding just two runs from the final over.

The reply was initially measured, Abbot generating plenty of testing in-swing but Dave Wood was once again in fine form and having played himself in began to impose himself on the attack. He did survive a couple of chances as a crunching drive flicked the bowler’s fingers on the way to the boundary and an edge down leg-side wasn’t gathered by the keeper.
The fifty partnership came up in the 12th over and Atkins had to be withdrawn after only one over as Dave climbed into him with three sixes. Charlie played a watchful supporting role, giving Dave plenty of the strike and Rich Murphy also suffered, conceding sixes off three successive balls.

Nicholls eventually made the breakthrough with a spectacular dive forward off his own bowling to pouch Charlie but John Ramsay came in and finished the game in just two balls with a crashing front footed pull for four and then a big six into the gardens to keep alive his hopes of piping Dave in the batting averages.

For the record: John unable to bowl due to a foot injury made a more than competent debut behind the stumps.
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
