This brought Dave Wood to the crease and with Ben he settled into a productive partnership, it was proving to be our day as the first of several chips and miss-hits fell into vacant areas. Ben eventually went for 37 as a swish down leg only succeeded in chipping the ball straight up in the air. The run rate dropped off a little as Chris C found his feet, but Dave kept up the pressure on the bowlers, bringing up yet another half-century.

Dave eventually fell with the score on 173, Chris having played himself in and he saw out the majority of the remaining six eventful overs, Dan blazed two successive sixes, Simon was out first ball, Phil went to a direct hit and John’s challenge for the Batsman’s Trophy ended with an innings of just two. Chris was eighth man out with an Ipsden pb score of 34.

The reply once again saw plenty of control from the Ipsden attack, Bomber picked up an early wicket as Isis were restricted to just 12 for 1 after eight overs. Ben made a double bowling change at this juncture and Isis found scoring a little easier, Chris H was struggling with his line and Jacobs helped himself to a succession of leg-side boundaries on his way to a fifty. Dan also came in for some early punishment but fought back to win a leading edge from Appleyard and then saw John take an excellent slip catch off his bowling to end a fifty partnership.

With a run rate climbing past nine an over Ben brought Phil and Simon into the attack and although they didn’t pick up any wickets, they squeezed the run rate further so that when Bomber came on to finish off, the game was effectively beyond Isis and the result was all but confirmed as Jacobs, backing away, slapped a catch to Phil in the covers.

A miscalculation in the overs gave Charlie an opportunity and he capitalised on his one over, seeing Blatchford put up a high c&b.
