Won by 10 wkts
Game 2 of the season saw the return of Captain Ben who had managed to muster a full 11 to take on Highmoor. Feeling emboldened with a stronger side Ben went about winning the toss and put Highmoor in to bat. Our opening pair of Brown and Houseman Snr were stoic to begin with, finding a great line and length: After their 20 over opening spell we had restricted Highmoor to just 39 for 2. 
The wickets to fall had been spectacular, Hayden being clean bowled by a well flighted slower ball from Brown and Phil’s victim, Gary Wells couldn’t believe his dismissal. A debutant Will Foley hung on to a peach of a catch; running down the hill from deep backward gully, the ball going over his left shoulder as he swivelled to hang on to all our collective amazement. By this stage new batsman Les Wells had found the ball easier to see and was starting to attack with venom. However, his attack was thwarted whilst on 19 when Dan looped a pearl to take down middle stump, the first of his 4 wickets for the day. 
Browny then snaffled up an attacking Gayan who lofted a skier back to Captain Ben who took a difficult catch at mid off, the ball having almost reached into orbit. Ipsden were expectant when the big hitting Alan Mayers came to the crease. Browny produced a real gem, a viscous in-swinging Yorker that trapped Mayers lbw, plum in front of off stump and now with Highmoor reeling at 39 for 4 from 22 overs Ipsden were in confident mood. 
Lovelock and Harris looked to attack and managed 20 and 14 respectively before they too were undone by Dan’s great control and guile. When Harris fell at 4:24pm, Highmoor were on just 91 with 26 minutes to go to the tea interval. With Dan tying up one end, Captain Ben bought Chris Hughesdon into the attack. Chris found his line and length and bar a couple of wild overs where he sent new comer keeper Charlie sprawling both ways, found a good rhythm to begin his season. In fact it was a shame that Chris was unable to hang to a pacey C&B effort which would have added confidence. 
It was near the end of their innings that Phil demonstrated his absolute commitment to the effort when he denied his years to throw himself full stretch on the boundary to prevent a certain 6. Oh the chastisement for not hanging on though!! Up against this enthused play Highmoor were only able to limp along to 113 by the interval and at tea Ipsden knew it was their match for the taking.

Ben gifted the opening berth to Jonno and Dave Wood who looked very proficient as they knocked the runs off in 26 overs.
