Won by 4 wkts
Blue skies and glorious sunshine greeted our visitors from Stonor in stark contrast to the wet weather that has blighted this fixture in recent seasons. Ben also had the unusual situation of being able to pick and choose from a near full strength squad, Phil a high profile casualty.
Having won the toss we bowled and after his recent five wicket haul John was rewarded with the first over, however he struggled with his length during a wicket less first spell. Simon though had no such troubles as he burst through Batty’s defences and then induced Austin to glove behind. A couple of sixes contributed to a flourishing new partnership and Nicholson looked to have hit another but Ben, standing beside the ash tree and about as far back as he could go, lent back and somehow snared the descending ball between the middle fingers of one hand to the astonishment of fielders and batsman alike.

With the score having progressed to seventy, Bomber flicked the top of Mayo’s off stump to put Stonor four down and it was almost five next over as Dan saw Alister drop a straight forward chance at mid-on. It was an expensive miss as Powell dominated a partnership of 40 with Kimber before the latter fell to the returning John and then put on another 31 with Agar. However when John struck again it heralded a collapse as tea approached. Simon had returned up the hill and between the two of them, including a fine throw from John to run out Marshall, the last five Stonor wickets fell for just nine runs.
The Ipsden reply saw Dave Wood continue his excellent start to the season pinging a succession of boundaries off Agar, Marshall though was a more challenging prospect but having survived several lbw shouts, the partnership passed fifty. A couple of chips just short of fielders gave Stonor heart and it was no surprise when Alister fell, scooping up an easy chance to cover.
Hodkinson, the successful bowler, didn’t have long to enjoy his moment as in his next over Dave hit him out the attack, a six off the first ball took Dave to another fifty and he celebrated with a further four boundaries in the over.

Dave fell not long after Powell got one to keep a bit low but with less than fifty now required it was surely a formality, even more so after Jono and Charlie took the score up to 133 but a moment of madness from Jono saw him run out his partner and with the introduction of Nicholson, runs all but dried up.
Chris fell lbw and Stonor began to believe again, Dan tried to hit us home and almost did it but there was still time for a further stutter as he fell to a full toss and then Marshall followed up by trapping Will next ball, happily though the hat-trick ball went astray and the resultant four byes saw us home.
For the record: Our first victory at home over Stonor in 24 years, Dave Wood setting a new mark for runs in May; 256 @ 128.0, he has also now become the first Ipsden player to achieve six successive scores of fifty or more, on the down side Ben limped off before tea having damaged a hamstring. The rare sight in recent seasons of Alister in the outfield as he declined the gloves until confident his hamstring injury is full healed.
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
