Match drawn
For the second successive Sunday we were blessed with glorious sunshine and a packed supporter’s enclosure. Stand in Captain John lost the toss and having asked us to bat Hailey almost got off to the perfect start in the first over only to drop Dave Wood at square leg on 0. It could have been an expensive miss considering Dave’s recent form but they were reprieved when he was snapped up at slip just a couple of overs later.
Alister looked in good touch with several boundaries off Blackburn although he survived a sharp chance that brushed slips fingers as it fairly flashed its way to the boundary. Batting partner Leigh had also found the rope with three forceful shots but fell at mid-off looking to go over the top for a fourth.

There was nothing unusual about the start of Dave Passmore’s innings, the usual range of shots were in evidence, a couple of boundaries were squeezed through gully and some indistinctive calling led to Alister assuming the majority of the responsibility, but with little alarm Dave hung around.
He was still there as Alister celebrated 50 and was then out next ball, before prospering as Charlie came in and picked up the pace. Dave growing in confidence showed us some straight drives but the fact that he was in unchartered waters couldn’t have been emphasised any better as he asked ‘why are they applauding, oh, have I got fifty?’ suddenly sounding incredulous.

With tea fast approaching Charlie perished short of a fifty of his own and while first Phil and then John came in and found timing difficult, Dave kept the pace going and helped plunder 17 from the final over including four overthrows from the final ball that were to prove crucial.
The Hailey reply got off to a solid start with Barrow-Cliff taking the lead before J S-W was bowled by Bomber. Chichester helped take the score onto 71 before first change John found his edge. John then looked to have startled Ferguson with a fast short ball but having fended it off for a boundary the batsman settled to help produce the partnership of the match with Barrow–Cliff.

Dan could not find a way through and it was not until he was replaced by Vaughan that we rested back some initiative as after beating the bat several times Vaughan found the decisive delivery to dismiss the opener for 92. Bomber returned next over and struck with his first ball as Blackburn feathered an edge to Alister but Hailey got back into their stride as Robinson counter attacked with success. The score had motored onto 196 with Hailey needing 31 off 28 balls when Chichester moved across his stumps and fatally exposed the leg one to Bomber, Godwin did the same to Phil next over but Robinson and Horsfall kept up the pressure with sixteen off the next 12 deliveries.
The equation was now 12 from the final over and Hailey became favourites as Robinson lifted the first ball for six over square, however in a thrilling end to the match, he aimed big off the next ball only to be caught behind as Alister took his third dismissal of the innings. Bomber brought an Ipsden victory back onto the agenda as he bowled Robinson snr first ball but with the hat-trick delivery survived, a couple of scrambled singles confirmed a draw, Hailey four runs short of victory.
For the record: Dave Passmore, the stats speak for themselves, previous best 31*, total runs in last two seasons combined; 77, new pb 83 not out. Actor Robert Powell was once again in attendance as part of the Hailey support and took a stint with the umpire’s coat.
