Both openers had passed fifty before Simon fell but there was to no respite as another big partnership followed and when first Alister and then Charlie returned to the pavilion it was on their terms, retiring with a 100 and 50 respectively.

A couple of wickets went down in the closing overs before Dan and John thrashed the ball to all corners as we sailed past 300.

Thankfully for North Stoke their batting proved to be their stronger suit and despite losing Stretch to an edge that went straight to Simon at slip, Coley and Elwes were able to enjoy conditions as they put on over a hundred for the second wicket.
They were both to fall to Simon having completed half-centuries but despite left-hander Bedeka’s fine effort the run chase came to an end with the match petering out into a tame draw.
For the record; 322, Ipsden’s record total (previous best 270 A v Open University 1989, 257 H v Broomfield Hospital), the second highest total seen in a home fixture (Blewbury scored 338 in 2007), the match aggregate of 541 runs is a new record for a single innings match (previous best 538 A v Money Programme 1995), 39 Ipsden fours equals the club innings record. Phil turned out for the opposition for the second match running to make up numbers; Simon limped out of the attack with a groin strain. Five Ipsden batsmen are now averaging over 50 for the season.
