Won by 5 wickets
A wet build up and overnight rain threatened our inaugural fixture with Whitchurch but thankfully a dry Sunday morning saved the match.
Ben won the toss and having elected to send the opposition in, he was rewarded with an impressive fielding performance although a run out went begging at the start of the second over as the two batsmen, the wicket-keeper and the ball all ended up at the same end.

John was getting bounce from the damp track and although this contributed to several byes it also got us a wicket as Williams could only glove a lifting ball to Simon at slip. Charlie followed up next over with a direct hit from range to run out the new bat, Crawford, who departed without having faced a delivery.

There was some more sharp work in the twelfth over as John took a spectacular slip catch at full stretch high to his right to give Simon a wicket. That though was to be the end of the wickets for the most part as Arthur and Crawford combined for the highest partnership of the match, there were some near misses and the batsmen never truly got on top of the bowling although Simon had to limp out of the attack after five of his overs with a recurrence of his groin injury.

With the hundred coming up in the 29th over there was some inevitable urgency in the batting and this led to Arthur holing out at long-off before Crawford brought up his fifty as Whitchurch posted 146.

The Ipsden reply got off to a shaky beginning with Charlie falling in the first over and it proved the start of an impressive spell from Harry Williams. Jimmy was the next victim, the big heave causing his team mates to cringe, and although John came in to despatch the next two deliveries for four, the bowler struck again half-a-dozen overs later to reduce us to 36 for 3.
Ben saw all this from the other end having only four singles to his name which didn’t prepare anybody for the next over as he cut loose and the unfortunate Heard was on the receiving end of five successive fours. We didn’t look back from that point on as Ben seemed to enjoy the drying conditions and the short square boundaries, at the other end Leigh was content to block during a valuable half-hour knock.

When Leigh eventually fell, the partnership was worth fifty, although he had contributed only one of those. Dan came in next and almost got us home before a leading edge dollied back to the bowler but Ben made short work of the remaining runs to record his best knock for six seasons.
For the record: Charlie’s duck less run comes to an end, a sequence of sixty innings stretching back to June 2005, second only to Phil’s run of 78 innings.
