Just our second home match in more than two moths saw sunshine and Goodenough College visit. As has become the frustrating norm during this month, unavailability within the squad had us scratching around for players and in the end we only had nine.

As we took the field after tea the lack of fielders gave a deserted feeling to the outfield and although Simon hit his straps and removed the left-hander in the third over, Bomber was off the mark and leaked a succession of boundaries. John made a double change and was rewarded with a run out as Som was sent back but not in time as Dan released the ball quickly to Alister.
We were finding it difficult to fill all the gaps and Usman and Yakub had enough about them to keep finding space and there was at least one boundary an over until right at the death, John, as had his opposite number, shuffled his bowlers but the partnership built as the target was gathered in.
