The weather was again blustery out in the middle with brief interludes of sunshine, OCCS winning the toss and batting. The opening partnership proved a curious affair with neither batsmen nor bowlers gaining the upper hand. The first wicket didn’t go down until the 21st over but only 76 runs had been scored, the majority of those seemingly in the arc behind square on the offside.
New bat King gave the innings some impetuous and with our back-up bowlers exposed, runs flowed more easily. Both batsmen had passed fifty when Bomber returned in the 36th and first ball induced a thin edge to Charlie. Simon followed up with a wicket in the next as OCCS scrambled to 208. The final action though was overshadowed by a nasty looking injury to Dean, fielding in the graveyard he went low to gather a speeding ball only for it to rear up and hit him full in the mouth. Much blood later he had recovered sufficiently to drive himself home.

Our reply got off to inauspicious start, the left-armer King bowling up the hill proved a useful all-round talent and by the end of the 11th over had reduced us to 28 for 3. That though was the end of his first spell and new bat Simon quickly got after his replacement Grainger. Remarkably, bar Ben taking a single off his first ball, the bowler had to deliver exclusively to Simon who found the pace to his liking and hit him out of the attack after four overs.

With Ben proving solid in support, the partnership put on exactly 100 before one big hit too many saw Simon caught by the fielder running in from the point boundary. Two overs later, the score unchanged and feeling the pressure from a succession of dot balls, Ben took on a desperate single and was run out for 45. Suddenly our lack of batting depth was looking very exposed.
Phil though, in a rich vein of form, was still at the crease and he remained positive of your chances, Bomber with little time at the crease this season fell in behind and boundaries soon came with regularity, Phil the aggressor prepared to come down the track and put the ball over the top.

The asking rate was 7.5 with ten overs to go and was under six going into the last five as the opening bowlers returned.
