Won by 5 wickets
A warm but sun less day was an improvement on the two rained off fixtures against Aldworth last season, there was some hanging around at the outset with our opponents ready at 2 o’clock but our stragglers ensured it was to be 2:30pm, John winning the toss.

The second over saw Appleby announce his intentions with two hard hit boundaries to start an innings in which he just blazed away, but he lost a third partner in as many overs as Simon struck again, Holloway giving Jimmy a thin nick.

The score had reached 50 in just the sixth over when Scully shouldered arms to Bomber and the same bowler struck again at the start of his next over although the score had leapt on appreciably. It was at about this stage that we managed to rest back some control to Appleby’s extravagance but we then missed two catches in successive balls to remove him.

Simon though picked up three wickets in four balls spread over two overs although in between Appleby was missed again during John’s first over as he completed fifty.

John though wasn’t to be denied and finally ended the one man show before finishing the innings the same over to end 62 minutes of frenetic action.
With tea still a long way off we turned straight around with Alister and Chris making steady progress before the latter called a quick single and quickly wished he hadn’t as a direct hit had him yards from safety.

Macey then chopped on and both Dave P and Jimmy fell to lbw decisions in the space of three overs just before tea, Jimmy convinced he had got some bat on his. After the break Simon and Alister pushed on until the Ali gave mid-off a rather tame catch but despite renewed energy from the fielders, Simon produced a six from the bat to match his wicket haul to all but win us the match and victory shortly followed.

For the record; Malcolm turning up as we were tidying up. A search of the record books shows that this is just the fifth time we have reduced an opposition to 0 for 2, the last time being in 1994 (Dave Mace and Malcolm Pitts the bowlers), the only occasion both wickets have fallen in the first over, and searching all instances of wickets falling at 0, just the third time we have struck with the first ball of the match (Steve Lambourne 1992 & Ian Lock with the very first ball of the 1996 season).
