The first game of 2011 and with several senior squad members unavailable it was a young and inexperienced side that set forth for Tiddington for the first time since 2003. An impressive pavilion and facilities greeted us with the bar and its large TV popular throughout the afternoon, especially during the closing stages of Arsenal v Liverpool.

The cricket saw Tiddington win the toss and elect to bat and when Simon struck twice in the third over, 4 for 2, we weren’t complaining, however several crisp drives later and Tiddington’s quality began to show. First Simon and then John saw very sharp c&b opportunities escape their grasp as Cooper and Goodman began to dominate. John struggled with his line giving Jimmy a torrid time behind the stumps and Dan was unable to cap the flow of runs.

The break through arrived from an unexpected source as John gave debutant Andy a go, the batsman’s eyes lit up in his opening over but only succeeded in top edging the ball high above Jimmy who waited patiently for it to descend. Any hopes that we could wrest back some control were short lived as another big partnership developed, John sprung another surprise by giving Dave Wood the ball but it was Andy who was involved in the next wicket. A sliced chance went out to him in the covers; stooping low he fumbled it as he fell but somehow managed to trap it between his legs and grasp it as he lay on his back to the amusement of all.
One further wicket went down as Dan stood firm at long-off but it was an imposing 273 that faced us at tea.

The reply was all about Dave Wood, having lost Chris Catchpole in the 5th over, his innings came alive in the 11th with the first bowling change as Cornell went to the boundary five successive times. Dave’s fifty came up a couple of overs later and he didn’t look back. At the other end Jimmy found it difficult to break the shackles but kept his wicket intact, helping to put on 102 but with the rate climbing he felt he had to hit out and was bowled.

That left Dave on 97 and having achieved three figures he too perished looking to get to grips with an asking rate that now stood at ten an over. Dan apart the innings fell away after that as the pressure of the scoreboard told and the game was effectively over long before Tiddington introduced their ninth different bowler.
For the record; Dave’s maiden Ipsden century, David Bennett’s first Ipsden run, Chris Catchpole on tenterhooks in case he was called to the delivery room, Andy Grant’s debut.
