Won by 47 runs
The Captain’s wife having booked a Sunday for the christening of daughter Anneka and inviting senior players was bad enough but when the vice-captain had to work and then a member of the resulting eleven pulled out on the morning of the game, the omens weren’t looking good especially as we were facing Stonor.

A strong wind didn’t make life out in the middle very welcoming and we lost the toss and then Jimmy in the first over. Dave was uncharacteristically struggling to make contact with the ball as the two opening bowlers strung a series of maidens together.

Sam Bennett produced another telling contribution with Stonor holding their opening bowlers back, he found the attack to his liking with a series of late cuts and steers that even when Stonor put two men out to defend he still managed to find gaps and boundaries.

In the context of the game the 27 put on for the ninth wicket was to prove crucial and Chris Purnell did a fine job staying with Sam. As good as it was, at tea 146 looked below par, we would need early wickets.

The reply didn’t start well with Austin crashing the first two balls from Simon to the boundary but he then chipped the third up to Chris at short mid-on. Nicholson than crashed a six and a four off the next over before a momentous third; first ball Denton carbon copied the first wicket with a chip to Chris, Bradshaw then played on first up, third ball and Maidlow didn’t stand a chance as a fast shooter struck middle and off for Simon’s first ever hat-trick. 

There was further excitement next over as Nicholson pulled into the clutches of Ed at mid-wicket, 29 for 5 off just four overs. Hunt played some expressive shots but he became Chris’s third catch with a pull off Dan to deep mid-wicket and before we knew it, it was 50 for 9 thanks to a good catch from Arron and then a diving c&b from Bomber as Harris drove uppishly. 
The last wicket was a cagey affair, the required run rate hovered around 3 per over but 97 of them were required and Ed wasn’t giving anything away, conceding just 6 runs off his 5 overs. Defiantly they eked out 49 runs before Dan returned to the attack and had Kimber stumped.
