There were plenty of starts in the innings but only Jono went on, his shuffling drive well suited to conditions and it brought him 45 runs before becoming the keeper’s third catch before some late runs from Phil helped post a competitive 176.

The Aldworth reply was initially a cautious affair with the variable bounce a constant threat and it was a low one that caused the breakthrough and three more wickets quickly followed as Bomber in particular enjoyed conditions with an opening spell of 6-6-0-3.

Scully and Baker combined to rebuild the innings putting on 47 before Jimmy produced an accurate throw to beat Baker to the non-strikers end.

Phil produced a double wicket maiden in the 26th over to leave Aldworth with only a draw to realistically play for but it was a task they valiantly applied themselves to.
