Won by 28 runs
After a relatively quiet night in the ‘rustic’ camping barns and a morning enjoying the seafront at Minehead it was back to Dulverton for the second and final match of the tour.
Despite the sunshine it was still a soft track and having won the toss John chose to bat. A different opening pair didn’t fair any better than the previous day as Simon popped up a drive in the second over as the Snell brothers put our top order on the defensive and finished off their spells by removing Charlie and John in the 9th and 10th overs.

Jono and Phil scored patiently during a 33 run partnership before Phil fired a catch at deep mid-wicket to leave us wobbling at 62 for 4. James though had found some form the previous day and continued in the same vein once he had hit Dubery back over his head and into the conifer hedge. The partnership developed with Jono pushing ones and twos and James continuing in the aggressor role and was on the verge of a maiden half-century before a disastrous mix up saw him stranded half way down the wicket and inevitably run out.

Including Jimmy’s demise, the last six overs brought five wickets including three run outs plus twenty three runs as we set Dulverton 167, Jono left on 48 not out.
It was difficult to know what was a good score but having removed Cottrell for a golden duck, the Hooper’s compiled a half-century partnership. Phil put himself on the line with a spell of eight frugal overs and although we had to wait until the 19th over for the second wicket there was little between the teams, 59 for 2 versus our 59 for 3. It was a similar story after 25 but L Hooper had become increasingly frustrated by his efforts to get after Bomber and it was little surprise when he was stumped off Dan. Jimmy followed up with a repeat dose to account for Jarrett as Dulverton began to fall behind with the rate.

A partnership between the Snell’s gave Dulverton hope but Liam was eventually run out despite Simon lobbing the ball to what he thought was the fielder over the stumps at the non-strikers end but was actually the umpire. Thankfully there was time for Jono to gather the ball and complete the job.
The rate was now just under 10-an-over and Dulverton could not find the needed boundaries as all the bowlers kept a tight discipline for what was one of our best performances of the season and we ran out comfortable winners by 28 runs.
For the record; James’ best with the bat for Ipsden, Arron put in plenty of yards in the field but also posted another duck. With the gloves James becomes the our third keeper to execute two stumpings in an innings, has four for the season; a record and his career total now stands at nine also a new record.
