Lost by 44 runs
The first match after tour and a dry fast outfield combined with a young and talented opposition produced over 500 runs with unfortunately the majority being scored by North Stoke.
It was the visitors who won the toss and got off to a positive start with the 50 coming up in the 9th for the loss of just 1 wicket. Bodeker came in and made batting look easy before scooping a catch to John at mid-wicket, the score at that stage; 103 with Dan having earlier trapped Patel.

Wickets though had little effect on the run rate as Chambers and Clark both contributed scores in the 40’s whilst Smith was dismissed for exactly fifty, a rare wicket for Will. Vaughan and Dan had picked up the previous two but had also struggled to contain the run rate as North Stoke kept pushing to the end, Simon picking up a couple late on as the innings finished on an imposing 273.
After a watchful start the reply saw Dave and Alister put on 76 for the first wicket in good time although Dave was given several lives during his innings. With Alister bowled by Smith, Jimmy continued his good recent form and a flurry of boundaries from both ends had us in the game.

Dave eventually saw a catch held, dismissed for 64 but in the 24th over with Jimmy and Dan looking set we were ahead of the runs comparison and had lost two fewer wickets. What a different story two overs later as from 163 for 2 we went down in a heap to 164 for 7, as collapses go it was one of the more spectacular ones, Chambers picking up a triple wicket maiden, Jimmy again falling tragically short of a maiden fifty.
