Lost by 112 runs
Our first trip to Turville and a ground full of character, principle was the seven foot corn crop that surrounded half of the oval bringing forth comparisons with the Costner film; Field of Dreams, at one stage the corn parted and a very noisy solitary sheep came to give its opinion on proceedings. There is also a towering hedge that marks the border with the manor house, producing an unusual right angle in the boundary.
The game itself saw a used strip that hadn’t had time to grow back, Ben deciding to insert our hosts having won the toss. Beardall looked assured from the start and it later emerged he is a student at Radley, which claims Andrew Strauss among other former pupils. Simon struck first, seeing C Simon edge behind and took a second in the 15th over, Bomber followed up with three all bowled as we looked in control at 85 for 5 after 26. However a possibly match changing moment saw Beardall loft Bomber towards long-on who couldn’t hold on and the ball ran to the rope to bring up the bats fifty.
The new bat, de Zulueta, didn’t look too secure early on but Beardall began to pick up the pace before a downpour brought about an early tea. The intake of food didn’t seem to help us in the field as the two batsmen took us apart in the 35mins remaining of their innings, exactly 100 runs coming up in the 9 overs. Beardall finishing with 119 and de Zulueta who it turns out was playing his first game of the season and opened the batting against us for Hailey in 2008, had 70 to his name.

The reply saw Turville open with their young leg-spinner who was celebrating his 13th birthday and there were plenty of presents to be had as our top order struggled with their timing on what was now a tacky wicket.

Three down for 42 and Rogers senior induced Charlie to feather behind just as the heavens opened and the two sides sought shelter in the pavilion as the rain thundered off the roof.

The pitch inspection after 25mins saw Turville happy to resume and Ben keen to showing willing, this despite the wicket ends now consisting of liquid mud and the decision did us no favours as the batsmen continued to miss-hit the ball to fielders, young Rogers picking up 6 for as even when battening down for the draw, we couldn’t keep him out.
For the record; Chris Catchpole reappears in the side having not been seen since the opening match of the season, although he confirms a move to Hampshire is on the cards. Dave Wood moves to 552 runs for the season, 6th on the all-time list and just 3 behind his pb.
