The visit of Cuxham saw Ben running late for his last game as captain (unavailable for the final fixture) so Phil lost the toss on his behalf. Phil in a rare foray back up the order perished for an unaccustomed duck and Jimmy was lucky not to go first ball as a good chance was spilt. The reprieve though wasn’t to last long as he gave the bowler a simple c&b and Abbott captured his third as Dave was given out lbw to leave us precariously placed at 44 for 4.

That though was Abbott bowled out allowing Charlie and Dan to breathe life into our prospects and they combined well to put on 78 in 14 overs before a leading edge accounted for Dan. Simon quickly found the middle of the bat and we were on top before a heavy shower brought about an early tea.
The resumption saw Charlie complete his patient fifty but when Simon went, a late clatter of wickets allowed only 6 runs to be scored from the final two overs in an otherwise much improved batting display.

The Cuxham reply got off to a solid start with Murphy eyeing up the short straight boundary but Dan’s introduction in the tenth saw Rich drive into his hands and a mini-collapse saw the score at 56 for 3 as further catches brought a wicket each for Dan and Phil.

Cuxham though have recruited a new player, Fourie, who having bowled economically 7-3-10-0, showed us that batting is his strong suit and looked a class apart as Luke Parker gave him excellent support in a century stand.

Short of a front line fifth bowler, Chris and Ben were tried but with the batsmen well set, both were set upon. Fourie completed his fifty before the returning Bomber broke the stand but the incoming Terry showed little respect for Simon as he quickly confirmed a comfortable win for Cuxham.
