Lost by 2 wickets
The final game of the season and again it was against a backdrop of damp weather and the threat of showers. 15mins before the scheduled start and no Simon with everyone oblivious on how he was getting to the ground. A phone call found he wasn’t even certain he was selected but thankfully he was available so a car was dispatched.
John was back in the team but still feeling his injury so playing as a batsman only, Isis won the toss and we were soon in trouble with Phil bowled round his legs. Dave and John took the score up to 43, John with a cleanly hit six that comfortably cleared the pavilion and thankfully found a gap between cars as the spectators grimaced in anticipation of collateral damage. The introduction of Blatchford’s spin quickly changed our fortunes as he removed Dave then Dan in the same over.
John followed shortly after and Isis started to mix up their bowling, this gave Simon some opportunities and he hit a flurry of boundaries but his fall heralded a rush of wickets to leave us a sorry 97 for 9 with seven overs still to go. Bomber and Chris managed to take the innings into the final over but our eventual total of 123 looked wholly inadequate.

We would need early wickets and we got them as first Bomber and then Simon struck in the first five. But Walter and Jacobs combined for the partnership of the match, 68 runs. The breakthrough came as the setting sun began to cause problems looking down the hill especially with Dan bowling and Walter pulled him straight to Chris at fine leg.

An unusual dismissal followed as John, standing back with the gloves took a delivery from Phil and immediately bowled it underarm at the stumps to catch Jacobs with his heel still in the air and when Phil bowled Walter two overs later, 96 for 5, we began to sniff a chance.

Belief built as Simon struck twice with the score on 107 but the ball now dripping wet from a fine drizzle was also slipping occasionally and causing frustrating extras. Phil struck again with seven needed for victory but a boundary released the tensions and Isis scrambled home.

For the record; five penalty runs conceded as the ball went through John’s legs and connected with the helmet. Dave finished the season with 633 runs, the clubs second best total for a season (C Cox; 714 in 2004). A record 14th defeat, as many as the last two seasons combined.
