Lost by 59 runs

Two late wickets from John sandwiched a run out from Joe’s accurate throw as we dismissed our hosts in the final over for 191.
Our reply started promisingly enough as Dave and Ben got up to 46 in the tenth over, but Dave, having hit Brooks (brother of Northants new ball bowler Jack) for two fours, then played on and the bowler followed up in his third over with a double wicket maiden as both the Ramsay’s returned with zeros. Job done the captain removed himself from the attack and Ben and Dan were soon facing leg spin from both ends.
