Won by 6 wickets

Although Alister fell just as he got going, to give Roy a wicket in his first over, Dave came in and quickly found the rope, it took the pressure off John who had gone into the game off the back of two ducks, but when Dave fell we still needed 42 off 13 overs.

With Joe not renowned for his run scoring, it put the pressure back on John but he played with composure, withstanding some impassioned appealing from the bowlers, and then just as overs began slide away, Joe came to life; heaving his first and then second ever boundary for the club through mid-wicket, winning the Captain’s champagne moment and bringing the game to a close with 14 balls to spare.
