Lost by 2 runs
A magnificent effort by the Captain with the second highest score in Ipsden history of 126 was ultimately in vain as we came oh so close to pulling off an unlikely victory at Turville.

It came on the back of a month of postponements and frustration and Dave had struggled to put an eleven together, the final man not confirmed until 12:30pm having already called on Rob Houseman and two players from outside the club. Then on arrival at the ground we found a locked gate and the opposition scarse.

A key was eventually found but as the gate opened so did the heavens with a monstrous downpour that had us stuck in our cars for some minutes fearing the worst. Once it relented there were several pitch inspections, much stroking of chins and tapping of feet on the sodden square but following an early tea, a patch of blue sky began to appear and an hour and a half later than planned we got under way.

The pitch played firm and true, so different from the liquid mud that defined last season’s match, but the batsmen quickly found that anything hit along the ground was only going to get two at best. Beavan showed some excellent timing, especially off his legs, survived a chance when spilt at square leg only to hit Dan’s loosener straight to Simon who clung on despite the audible thump off his chest. At the half-way stage it was only 49 for 1 but in a similar pattern to last year the game got away from us.

Tormentor in chief was Thornton, well supported by Rogers junior, as they put on a century for the second wicket, Thornton himself going to a personal hundred from the last ball of the innings with a trade mark drag through mid-wicket. We missed him towards the end, a sliced skier going down but Bomber and Dan did pick up a late wicket a piece.

There had been another rain delay towards the end but thankfully that was the last of it as our reply got off to an equally measured start. However things looked bleak when Charlie and Ed both fell in quick succession to leave us 30 for 2 after 10 overs.

With 150 needed off 20 overs, Dave pushed the accelerator hard and found the perfect partner in Alister who seemed to hit a single off every ball to keep turning over the strike as Dave attacked the slower bowlers. Jack Rogers who had torn through our order last year ended with bruised figures of 0-38 from four and Rogers senior and C Henry also felt the force of Dave teeing off. That’s not to say his innings was chanceless, the opposition reckoned there were eight misses in the deep, most bursting not only through hands but over the boundary.

Just as we began to believe, 17 needed off four overs, Turville brought back their opening bowler plus proved they’d kept some of their powder dry by introducing the centurion Thornton who despite having been thumped for a six in his first over trapped Alister lbw to end an 134 run partnership. Shorn of his partner, Dave was starved of the strike and when he did get to face, the boundaries deserted him. Three more wickets fell but even so it was five to win from the final six, Beardall though proved expert in closing out the game, bowling four dot balls to Simon followed by two singles as Dave was run out off the final delivery attempting to run a second when we needed three just to tie.
