Bomber followed up with a pleasing edge straight into the hands of slip Dan and wickets began to tumble as it became four in four with both bowlers successful in their next over, the score 26 for 4 after 10.

A double bowling change greeted the arrival of Pasell and the young Baks and the slow pace proved to their liking, as although Dan was economical Chris was feasted upon as he struggled for a consistent length. With a partnership of 40 racked up in just six overs Dave turned to Arron in what proved a minor master stroke as his sprayed leg breaks bamboozled both batsmen, bowling Pasell with his first ball and Baks with his ninth and final delivery of his first over.

We had to work hard for the seventh wicket which finally arrived again via Arron, Webber top edging round the corner to Bomber who had only just come up into a position at short fine leg, but any thoughts of finishing off the tail quickly were dispelled as we haemorrhaged runs in the next ten overs until Dave brought back both opener bowlers , it seemed to have worked as Bomber picked up two cheap wickets but now bowled out along with Simon, an expensive 34th over followed  to help set an imposing, given our line-up, 145 to win.

With Dave struggling with a sore back, Chris was promoted from the depths to open and he seemed to enjoy the opportunity, gone the blocking style of his previous spell at the top several years ago, he aimed big at the frenetic but short length offered by Webber and was rewarded with two clonking boundaries in what was a promising opening. However the bowler had his revenge with a fuller ball and then Charlie fell next over tickling one through to the keeper. 

Rob somehow survived as two dollied catches were inexplicably grassed off the first three balls he faced, but Jimmy settled our nerves with a big six and when he sweetly timed another shot next over we were momentarily ready to cheer, but he had hit it straight and the bowler plucked it out of the air for one of those that just stick and take the breath away.

Dan came in and was quickly into his stride with consecutive fours, he lost Rob before another six four combination but the 15th over proved a match turner, Simon was bowled by Liddle who was proving a hindrance to our hopes, Dan then slog swept for a big six but next ball sliced to backward point in a crushing blow to our chances.

Aron and Chris P didn’t last long, although a new Ipsden pb for Ploszynski, before Bomber walked out to face his first ball since September the previous summer. Dave was now so immobile with his back that there were no quick singles and it had to be a very comfortable two for just one to be contemplated, four overs of pain he endured before being yorked for Liddle’s fifth. The game all but up, 83 for 9 and just Nick to come in. Bomber concentrated on farming the strike and punishing anything short. It worked for a number of overs as the target came down, Nick even managing a boundary but with 24 still needed off the final two overs and the field set deep Aldworth got another sight of the no.11 and took their chance.
