Bomber bowled two in two in the 19th before Dan struck again next over to leave the score at 58 for 6.

Fourie looked to lead the recovery and made headway with some solid drives, before a run out triggered three wickets falling with the score on 81, Fourie unlucky as a defensive block ricocheted back into his stumps. Some late runs from Rich Murphy didn’t endanger the result although Arron was feeling the pressure until Rich holed out off his bowling, Charlie coming in to take a good catch.

For the record; Dave scored the second innings and taking advantage of a break in play to send out the weekly selection text was somewhat surprised to receive Rob Houseman’s acknowledgement from the field of play.
