Having got to his 50, Simon returned to remove his partner however with 10 overs to go and just 37 needed with 5 wickets in hand, only one result seemed likely but suddenly we had hope as a moment’s hesitation and a sharp throw from Dan saw the danger man run out for 66. Two overs later and the same fielder did even better as he scored a direct hit on the one stump he could see from square leg (Captain’s Champagne Moment) to put us right back in the match.
Sonning’s hopes seemed to rest with N Pitson who was dropped at short fine leg as the score advanced to 145 (24 needed off 36 balls) but Bomber struck and with a real spring in our game Simon ripped through 10 and 11 in successive balls in the next over to seal an unexpected and exciting reversal of fortunes.

For the record; our best start to a season (2 wins) since 1996 (4 wins), Dave sets the new best for runs in April and is already eyeing up the sixes in a season record (7 to his name with the record at 20).
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
