Match drawn
With North Stoke unable to raise a side and a replacement fixture against the local farming community not getting off the ground, we were grateful to arrange a match with Twyford at short notice.
Dave didn’t find selecting a side an easy task though and an eleventh hour drop out saw us arrive with ten and very short of front line bowlers. Taking the field, having lost the toss, Dan was encouraged to bowl a spell of pace rather than spin and looked threatening although it was Bomber who took the first wicket in the 3rd. 

Woodman and Downes then combined for the partnership of the match as they remained together for 26 overs keeping out Dan’s alternating spells of pace and spin and milking the part-timers offerings. Bomber’s return brought about the breakthrough, Woodman trapped deep in his crease, and the opposition skipper, Fort, was bowled in his next over. Dan immediately followed up with the wicket of Smith and we had real momentum as the bowlers combined again with further wickets in the 35th and 36th over. 

Bomber completed his ‘5 for’ in the 39th thanks to a wonderful slip catch from Dan; diving to his left he got both hands on the ball despite a second deflection from a flick off Charlie’s gloves who has up to the wicket. Lowe went next ball to give Bomber a sixth and Downes finally succumbed for 82 to give Bomber a seventh in the penultimate over.
The reply saw Dave take ten off the first over but the wicket of Alister for a duck in the second via a leading edge. Sam went cheaply before Charlie found some form and put on 59 with Dave. The skipper though was riding his luck, dropped twice, he was also ‘held’ only to be reprieved a call of no-ball for height. Having reached his half-century a miss-hit gave mid-on an easy catch.
Dan was quickly on the attack and although the scoreboard was rattling along, first Charlie, then Chris and Dan himself all followed Dave back to the pavilion inside 5 overs to leave us in trouble at 123 for 6.
Play for the draw was Dave’s instruction to Bomber with 12 overs left, conscious to protect Symo from the strike as much as possible the tactic worked until with 2 overs left a slower ball out-foxed Bomber who popped up a catch. Symo got through the 35th, keeping the strike but with safety within reach he was bowled by the third ball of the final over. It was down to Dave Bennett, the first fizzed past him and through to the keeper, the second went the same way and thankfully the third and the draw was salvaged.
For the record; Bomber’s career best figures 7-37, and the clubs best in an away fixture in the modern age (1983-date) all on his 300th appearance. Dave equalled the clubs record for sixes in a season, 20.
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
