Won by 18 runs
What a difference a week makes; seven days after our ignominious collapse against Moulsford the prospect of an encounter with Turville was ominous to say the least. Our fears though were to be allayed thanks to a fantastic match, played in great spirit by two teams who showcased their skills.

Winning the toss, Dave batted and had to face the early challenge of spin from young Jack Rogers who claimed the first the first wicket in the fourth, trapping John in front.

That brought Ed to the crease who batted sensibly, hitting the first maximum but also deliberate in defence as Dave made the running in a partnership of sixty, but having survived a stumping opportunity, Dave was bowled by Hunt for 49. Simon led the way in another useful stand, but it was after his dismissal that Ed came into his own, outscoring Dan, with a mixture of shots over the top and fluent drives, an innings that made most enjoyable viewing. They had put on 105 and Ed was into the nineties when, in the penultimate over, he didn’t quite connect and holed out on the square leg boundary for a score that was initially announced as 91 but corrected to an agonizing 97 (9x4, 5x6) at tea as a scoring error was routed out.

The reply started slowly with just 4 runs from the first four overs followed by Simon bowling Beardall in the seventh and we looked to be very much on top, Hunt though had other ideas and sizing up the leg-side boundary put both Bomber and Ed into the field but when attempting to hit Dan into the same location he drove it hard and flat at Conor on the deep extra boundary who having braced himself, gave an involuntary puff of the cheeks as he realised it had stuck (Captain’s Champagne Moment).

New bat Wade was dropped behind on 3 in what proved an expensive miss as he went on to score 64 with Thornton (71) in a stand of 121. For all their run scoring and fluency the Turville pair were still chasing the game, the asking rate when they had come together was 8.3 but with eight overs to go it had risen to 9.6, not helped by a couple of short delays caused by showers . Dave with a wealth of bowling options had mixed up the six used when John, who had not bowled since his injuring his shoulder in May and not intending to risk it in this match but also increasingly sensing his sides need, started pushing Dave to be given the ball.

It proved to be a defining moment in the match as he struck with his second delivery, an excellent catch by Dan in the deep, diving forward and scooping up the ball to remove Wade. He struck again in his next, a maiden, which triggered four frenetic overs that saw 39 runs scored and another six wickets fall.

In an attempt to summarise, the opposition skipper came in and drilled a delivery from Bomber straight to Arron at short mid-on who took the catch low down, before Thornton hit two sixes onto the lawns of Ipsden House. Thornton was then dismissed by John via a thin edge behind in a tight over.  Simon came back into the attack in an over that saw Dan run out Jack Rogers with a direct hit from deep mid-wicket as the batsmen pushed for two, Halfhead them heaved a maximum but in trying to open the face and steer the ball to the third man boundary; missed and was bowled. John in what proved to be the final over then bowled Nick Henry, was steered off his legs for four by Charles Henry but finished the match and claimed a 5-for as Chris Rogers looped a catch to Dave Bennett.

For the record; a debut for Conor Anderson, friend of Ed Howlett. John’s best bowling figures for Ipsden. The shame of Arron who revealed that having attended the Oval (Surrey v Kent, Twenty20) during the week with Dan and Will, he was asked to leave the ground four overs from the end by the stewards unimpressed by his antics of running up and down the steps chanting ‘feed the snake’ as he built a pseudo-reptillia from donated empty pint pots, oh the disgrace.
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
