Won by 87 runs
Having arrived a bit late to Swyncombe due to picking up Simon from Reading station, I’m not sure of the sequence of events at the ground but Dave, on call for work, had been called upon and would have to leave about 3pm.

We were batting though and Dave never needing much encouragement to attack the bowling looked to make the most of the 50 minutes available to him. He brought up his fifty in the ninth over, 48 runs of which were the product of boundaries although the bi-product of this was plenty of lost time as the ball was hunted in the hedges and undergrowth that characterise the ground.

He was almost immediately dropped by his opposite number, however the bowler quickly got over his disappointment to trap Alister in front at the end of the same over and then pick up Dave in his next, still seven minutes short of 3pm. Adam came in a put a six just beyond a leaping deep mid-wicket but then rather tamely lobbed the next ball to extra cover.

This brought Ed and Dan together after their impressive partnership last week and they were quickly back into their stride, Ed’s fluent cover drives sapping confidence from the bowlers, while Dan used his levers to produce boundaries of his own. Ed effortlessly lifted Percival back over his head and deep into the field beyond to bring up the 150 just short of drinks but two balls after the break the bowler had his revenge as one kept low to bowl Ed who had rocked back to pull.

The partnership had been worth 82 and Dan put on another 52 with Charlie and in the process bringing up his half-century before being sixth man out (70) as a late flurry of wickets and runs saw us post an imposing 246.

The reply was quickly in trouble; Bomber having bowled Hope in the fourth, there was carnage in the fifth. First Dan took a fine catch running away from the square to hold on securely as the ball came from over his shoulder, Bailey then edged the next ball behind and Simon was on a hat-trick. The moment was survived but very next delivery, the ball flew up off Goodall’s bat and Charlie ran from behind the stumps to short square leg only to spill the chance, Arron was quickly on to the loose ball as confusion reigned between the batsman and a direct hit had Goodall stranded mid-track.

Four down Swyncombe were becalmed; just 13 runs were added before the twelfth over saw Hunt slap Gary’s first delivery straight to Arron. The game from that point was over as a contest, Swyncombe falling further and further behind the rate, Percival did his best with 62 in a stand of 86 before being bowled by a full toss from Adam and Day went in a similar fashion to Ed as we closed out victory by 87 runs.

For the record; When Gary was put over the square leg boundary for six, we were indebted to a passing motorist who seeing the ball bounce over the hedge, pulled over and retrieved it for us.
