Lost by 6 runs
A hugely frustrating result in a game that went to the final ball but could and perhaps should have been won comfortably long before then.

Cuxham won the toss and having got off to a slow start, found themselves in trouble as Simon bowled Stoakes in the 7th and then first change Bomber took a comfortable C&B in the 10th. It could have been even better as next over, Dan’s first, Will couldn’t quite hold on to a catch diving forward having run in from mid-on. The moment was quickly forgotten as Whiteside fell next over rather tamely chipping to Dave Bennett at mid-off, 21 for 3 and we felt very much in control.

That feeling lasted precisely one ball as Tarry came in and smote his first delivery for 6 and didn’t look back, putting on 72 in seven overs with the reprieved Atkins before firing back into Dan’s clutches when on 46. Luke Parker came in next and kept up the momentum with a partnership of 55 with Atkins off about five overs before the latter was well taken by a sliding Aaron on the long-on boundary despite Dave also closing in on the ball. Symo had 2 in 2 as Parker sliced to deep extra and produced a decent delivery for the hat-trick ball that bounced over the stumps.

Despite two new batsmen at the crease runs continued to come at a healthy rate, helped by Aaron’s 11-ball over (3nb, 2w) that somehow finished with a perfect Yorker that cleaned up Rich Murphy  much to the batsman’s irritation. A late cameo from Gus Parker took the score to a challenging 206.

As ever Dave was up for the challenge and swiftly stamped his authority with three boundaries in the first over of the reply, he reached his fifty in the thirteenth and then took just a further 17 balls to reach his century as Atkins was roasted for 43 in two overs (his spell ending 66646, Dave’s hundred coming off his final ball). With the second change bowler, Whiteside, not faring much better (37 off four overs) and the 150 reached without loss we looked to be coasting.

However with Prescott and Luke Parker introduced to the attack, runs dried up, Jono looked to have reasserted our dominance with a towering straight six but two balls later received a snorter from Prescott that he could only glove behind and with Dave adjudged lbw in the bowlers next over Cuxham were back in the game.

Just 3 runs were scored off the next 3 overs that culminated with Simon being bowled for 1 and although Dan hit a couple of boundaries he then chipped gently up in the air to give the keeper plenty of time to run round and collect. It got worse next over as Whiteside fared much better downhill with a double wicket maiden and suddenly it was panic stations, 16 needed off two overs. Will and Symo scrambled 7 off the first amidst much bellowing from the gallery but with Will falling to the first ball of the final six and then just two singles off the next four, Bomber need a six from the final ball just to tie. A heave failed to connect and Whiteside had an unlikely fourth wicket as Cuxham won by 6 runs.

For the record; Dave marches on, 893 runs for the season, 40 sixes and his third century.
