Match drawn

The breakthrough didn’t arrive until the 17th over as Dan turned one through the defensives of Dickie who had been finding scoring more challenging.
With one down Dan got amongst the wickets, Charlie collecting a sliver of an edge at the wicket, Bomber holding on in the deep and Chris frantically back pedalling stuck up a hand as the ball passed beyond his vision and was shocked to find the ball firmly in his grasp giving Dan 4-17 in 5 overs. Arron followed up next over as the innings faltered but Beardall and Zulueta rallied; with the former bring up three figures with a big six before getting a nick off John when aiming big over mid-wicket.
The score looked better than the 200+ that had looked on at one stage but still an imposing task giving our form this season.
