Won by 82 runs
What a difference a win makes, after the victory over Cuxham, Dave was quickly over subscribed for this match for the first time in weeks and had to disappoint players.
Isis won the toss and put us in, Jono back from holidays opened with Dave and they found the bowling difficult to get away with just 24 having come off the first ten when Jono fell.

The shackles though were temporarily thrown off at this point as Dave (47) and Charlie took 45 off the next 4 overs as the opening bowlers excellent economy rates evaporated as they came to the end of their spells. First change, John Ponsford came on and restored the bowler’s supremacy, taking a wicket in each of his opening four overs to leave us at 92 for 5 but the balance of power shifted once again as Dan and Simon built a partnership.
It lasted about 10 overs and was worth seventy, Dan striking a fluent 58 (8x4, 3x6), while Simon, still feeling his way back, was gifted a 5 via a boundary overthrow. Dan fell in the 31st and there were two further late wickets as Simon (24no) saw us through to 185.
The reply started with a very achievable asking rate of 5.3 but Isis also got off to a slow start as Bomber took two early wickets, the first a shooter, the second a marvellous instinctive slip catch from Dan, low down to his left which left the batsman stunned.

Rahul and Ponsford led the recovery and started to get up with the rate in a worrying partnership until with the score on 53, Rahul hobbled off the pitch with leg cramps. It proved a crucial moment as the rate slowed and we got back into the game with two wickets, first through Dan and then James.
Rahul returned at this point, although there was an awkward discussion between the sides on the rules (Isis quite correct). James, in his most impressive spell for the club, produced a hammer blow as he loosened John Ponsford’s middle pole. This put further pressure on Rahul who was obviously still hampered and although Charlie dropped him in the deep, he had to keep hitting and holed out to Dan off Richard having added just 9 to his score.

James removed any doubt as to the result with two in an over (4for 9) the second a Dan suggested Yorker and the end was achieved thanks to two contrasting catches, the first Dan low to the ground as he stumbled forward at extra cover, the second Dave running towards the boundary at mid-off and stretching out to take it one-handed.
For the record; Simon’s initial single was his 4000th run for the club, the fourth player to achieve this milestone, his six takes him clear at the top of the all-time list (135). Vaughan played consecutive matches for the first time since 2007.
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
