Won by 53 runs
After sunshine and spring like weather in the build-up, the 2015 season got underway at Mortimer in distinctly two jumper conditions. With Mortimer winning the toss and asking us to bat, it was a slow start with just 4 runs in the first six overs and it looked like the first wicket as John lobbed a simple chance to mid-on; only to be reprieved by the outstretched arm of the umpire indicating the bowler had over-stepped.

It proved a crucial moment as though the opening bowlers proved difficult to get away, both John and Charlie played themselves in and scoring became a little easier with the first change, the fifty came up in the 14th with Charlie striking three successive fours. The century partnership arrived in the 25th with Charlie completing a fifty two overs later as he began to take the lead.

 John was given another life as he approached his fifty, dropped and he duly completed his landmark. The partnership kept pushing on and speculation on the boundary had Charlie on target for a 100 when it came to a tragic end. John drove powerfully but high, the bowler stuck out two hands but could only deflect the ball which in a flash shattered the stumps at the non-strikers end to leave Charlie high and dry backing up. It brought to an end a 176 run partnership.

Dan quickly came and went as overs ran out, Sam limping with a knee injury gave John support, but with the stand-in skipper looking in range of a maiden hundred, he holed out on the boundary going for a straight six, which just left time for a quick 4 and 6 cameo from Simon.

The Mortimer reply was equally becalmed in the opening overs with Simon and Bomber only conceding 12 runs off the bat from the first 10 overs. Debutant Will who John had yet to see bowl came on first change and struck in his second and third overs. At the other end Dan had initially the upper hand against the openers but 3 and 4 proved less troubled. S Fritz was well set when James came on to replace Will and was cracked to leg more than once. He had his revenge in his fourth over as Fritz tried to pull another but top edged, high behind the keeper and Bomber was able to run round from fine-leg and take the catch.

With some momentum Mortimer continued batting with purpose until they made the mistake of taking on Dan’s arm leaving Bradbury short of his ground as an accurate throw arrowed in. Arron’s bowling offered plenty of scoring opportunities but new bat Makinson could only dink a simple chance to Simon at cover and although Archie Fritz looked set to tuck in, he too perished in the same over much to his disgust, Charlie taking the catch in the deep.

We had the game under control from this point, Sam Simmonds was given an over and although a bit rusty he still picked up a wicket and later executed a run out sandwiched by a brace for Simon.

For the record; debuts for Will Simpson and Sam Simmonds, we knew about Simon relocating to York but James announced that he is moving to Cambridge. Charlie and John’s partnership of 176 was the fourth best for any wicket and second best for the 1st wicket (behind 184* D Wood & B Davies H v Probation Allstars XI in 2011). John scored his batting pb with 88 and Charlie’s 83 was his best return for 10 years.
