A fixture arranged after our away trip to Mortimer to fill a blank in our respective calendars was to be Simon’s last before he relocates to York.
Made Captain for the day as Dave took the gloves, he lost the toss and Mortimer once again inserted us. A third different captain in three fixtures and a third different opening partnership was selected however the success of the first two fixtures wasn’t repeated, indeed the whole innings fell short of both the opening stands seen in those matches.

Chris was first to go, a leading edge popping up tamely but Charlie again looked in touch, he was gifted a five with some overthrows and put a six into the car park however the introduction of Wharton in the eighth over, who had not played in the first match, had him all at sea and the fourth ball got him. Wharton wasn’t finished there striking in both his next two overs to reduce us to 50 for 4 and when Bradbury trapped Dave in front following a promising start and Will fell cheaply, 59 for 6, we feared it would be all over before tea. 
However with a real sense of occasion Simon played one last innings, although he lost Joe at 68, he found a partner in Sam who surprised everyone with a six as his first scoring stroke for the club bouncing off the side of the pavilion and 43 precious runs were posted for the eighth wicket. Mortimer had relied on four bowlers but finally exposed a fifth and sixth and it brought about the end as Nicholls tempters accounted for first Sam and then Bomber to leave Simon stranded on 34no.
An early tea was taken and we took to the field without a great deal of confidence; however John, able to bowl for the first time this season, found the base of Nicholls leg stump in the third over. Sam then clung on at short mid-off to give Simon a wicket and with Bomber nipping one back through the gate in the next over we were suddenly in the game.
Bradbury and Archie Fritz frustrated us and had taken the score past fifty when Charlie talked himself into a catching position level with the umpire at short mid-on and it paid off as Fritz’s bottom hand drove it straight to him. Will followed up next over, trapping new bat Bowen in front and then there was carnage in Bomber’s last over, first ball found a gap between Bradbury’s bat and pad and Smith was beaten all ends up by the second, Eccles survived the next two, just, but was bowled by the fifth in a triple wicket maiden
We too had only used four bowlers and Simon gambled as this point, bring on the two Sam’s, Bennett for his first ever bowl, runs though came quickly and the experiment lasted just three overs as the score reached 90 before he reintroduced John and then himself.
It had edged up to 101 before Simon bowled Wharton and Mortimer had only added a further single when he fittingly struck the final blow in his next over to end Makinson’s hopes of seeing his side home.
