Lost by 8 wickets
This is written a week after the match, not through lack of time but more a lack of enthusiasm for the task. Dave had a real struggle to put an eleven out with bowlers a real concern; John, Dan and Will all unavailable.

In the end he recruited three of Crowmarsh, with one bowler amongst them, to bolster our numbers. We knew for us it would be a crucial toss to win, we had absolutely no idea what sort of total our makeshift attack could restrict the opposition to, so needed to bat second to have any idea of the runs we needed to make, unfortunately the opposition captain called correctly and put us in.

Things started brightly with Dave hitting a flurry of boundaries and supported by Charlie they brought up the fifty in the seventh over, that however was as good as it got. First change Hardin had Charlie caught behind in the next over, his first, and proved economy personified, conceding just twelve runs in his eight overs. Dave was starved of the strike and had gone off the boil, adding just three runs in five overs when second to go, not able to clear the infield. Gifford was next into the attack and he went one better than Hardin, conceding just eleven runs and so it continued, overs disappearing with runs at premium and all the while wickets being chipped away.

Dave had few options and had to bring back the openers early in a desperate attempt to take wickets, it was not to be and once back to the support bowlers, Stevenson finished things off in a hurry with the field in trying to force a chance.

At one stage there was only one Ipsden player on the field and he was umpiring, with the two batsmen and the other umpire being our Crowmarsh loanees.
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
