Won by 6 wickets
A new fixture on the calendar as we travelled the short distance up the Thames to Dorchester, the match having been declared on despite some heavy down pours in the area overnight.
We were again reinforced by two recruits from Crowmarsh, Chris R playing his fourth game for us and Manpreet his debut. Chris Strange would have made it three but had to drop out late on through injury. Dorchester had also found us a player having been alerted to our lack our numbers in the week and did us a real favour as the bushy bearded Ed fitted right into our side and proved a more than able wicket-keeper batsman.

Dorchester won the toss and elected to bat; Dan opened the bowling with Bomber with his quicker stuff but was roasted by Redhead who accounted for most of the 28 runs he conceded in his first three overs. Bomber had found a ball to lift in the previous over which Ottrey gloved through to Ed who took a good catch low down.
A second followed in the bowler’s next over as the innings developed into two separate matches, one where we bowled at and struggled to contain Redhead, whilst the other only existed while he was at the non-strikers end and we were able to exert some control.
The score had reached 83 in the fourteenth over when Dan, having switched to spin, got his wicket to remove Hyde who had scored just one run in a partnership of 44 and then Bomber followed up next over to remove the new bat. However earlier in the over we had given Redhead a life as he was dropped on the boundary at wide long-on.
Another chance went down at mid-wicket as a diving Sam B couldn’t quite hold on to a firmly hit chance and was left nursing a bruised and blackened finger end. Sam S came into the attack and was rewarded with two wickets as first Chris R took a catch, hearts were in mouths as initially he juggled but was able to calmly take it at the second attempt, then Sam was left beaming as he knocked back leg stump in his next over.

All the while Redhead was building his score; he had slowed a little but completed his boundary strewn century. That the scoring had slowed was with  in no small part to Manpreet who had found some turn and control and it was he who ended the openers innings, Redhead looked to steer one into the off side but it went fine and found Wayne lurking in the gully.
The tail eked out a handful of runs until Bomber returned and enjoyed a purple patch as he cleaned up the last three wickets with the score not moving from 166.

After a first class tea the reply saw Manpreet open with Charlie and the former demonstrated some class, flourishing off drives interspersed with wristy cuts through point. There was an unsavoury moment in the 14th over with the bowler directing some verbal frustration at the batsman from the end of his follow-through that led to some close quarter eye-balling until the umpire stepped between them. Manpreet seemed to have regained his composure as he completed his fifty from the remainder of the over but then ran past a ball from the spinner in the next to be stumped.
Charlie was closing in on his fifty but perished in the same manner as the ball squeezed under his bat as he advanced and into the waiting gloves of the keeper. But any fears of a collapse were expunged as Ed and Chris R put on a fifty partnership without major incident although Chris did fall at the start of what proved to be the penultimate over.
For the record; Wayne’s first Ipsden catch since 2003, Bombers third best bowling figures, Charlie completed 7000 runs for Ipsden during his innings.
