Won by 70 runs

Armstrong eventually made the breakthrough with 11 overs left, bowling an advancing Jono. John looked to hit from the off and perished for 14 before Dave went into overdrive putting on 49 in less than four overs with Will, bringing up his first century of the season with his fifth six.
Edgar was into the attack and despite an expensive first over he bowled both Will and Dan in his next before picking up Dave in his third but not before the captain had struck another four to record the clubs highest individual score.

By now Rich Murphy had arrived and picked up a wicket before Sam S fired three boundaries off the final over.
The reply suffered a double blow in the third as Bomber first bowled Ted and then found a bit of lift that took the glove of Ball on its way into Jono’s gloves. Vecley and the left-hander Crammer rebuilt the innings putting on 85 in 15 overs, but with Vecley then holing out off Dan, Will taking a solid catch at long-on, the asking rate was climbing towards nine an over.
Scoreboard pressure began to tell and wickets to fall regularly, there was a second for Dan and two for Chris, including the set Crammer c&b, even Arron got a scalp. In the gathering gloom Armstrong was running out of partners and Dave finally brought John into the attack. 
There was a nasty moment as John bowled a head high beamer that struck Rich Murphy in the shoulder, Rich good enough to wave away the apologies with the minimum of fuss but John then did him no favours as he bowled him next ball and then wrapped things up in his next over by repeating the trick on brother Stu.
