Won by 9 wickets
After two postponements we were relieved to have a game, the first we have got to play on Cholsey’s new ground at the Fairmile development. The back drop of the old building makes for an impressive stage and there was even an Ipsden Court (formerly called Ipsden House, part of the original hospital).
There were two debutants amongst our number as Kyle and Craig aka Lenny from RAF Benson joined our ranks, Cholsey won the toss and elected to bat.

Hansen made an immediate impression with a flowing cover drive but the outfield was slow and this like many good shots during the afternoon wasn’t rewarded with a boundary. With five on the board Bomber struck in the third over, as he found Williams outside edge and it flew at a nice height straight into Arron’s gloves, then in the fifth a crucial wicket as Hansen cut Bomber straight to Kyle at gully who made no mistake.
Will got into the act next over, Sam with the catch (10 for 3) and Bomber’s purple patch continued, bowling Sergeant in the next (11 for 4). Dave made a double bowling change but there was little respite for Cholsey as Dan struck in his first over. The last thing the batting side then needed was the ‘Yes..NO..sorry’ mix-up during Kyle’s third over that left Evans stranded, Lenny making no mistake with the throw firmly into Arron’s gloves (24 for 6).
Thomas atoned somewhat for his calling as together with Maddox arrested the slide but runs were hard to come by and when he was bowled by Lenny off an inside edge only 32 had been added in ten overs, Dan particularly frugal during this spell.
There was further resistance from Howe and it looked like Cholsey might edge the score over the hundred but Maddox and Nathanielsz fell in consecutive overs, the first to Chris via Will’s diving catch at fine leg before Bomber bagged his fourth. Howe was the last man out, eventually, off something like the eleventh ball of an extra strewn over from Sam, yorking his man second bounce.
Having bowled out Sonning CV for 70 and still losing earlier in the season and on a run of four defeats, confidence was not exactly brimming over, however we needn’t have worried. Alister playing his first of the season was assured and Dave belligerent, hitting William’s out of the attack with a string of fours. However once again having got into the 30’s he contrived to get himself out, top edging a ball to fine leg that he would normally have planted over the boundary.
If doubt was going to creep in this was the moment but with minimal fuss Charlie and Alister saw us home to an emphatic 9 wicket win with 11.1 overs still remaining.
