Lost by 6 wickets
Following back to back wins, we welcomed BBC Caversham to Ipsden for the first time. The continued unsettled weather meant a soft pitch and BBC won a crucial toss; putting us in.

Tight lines from the bowlers and some erratic bounce saw runs at an absolute premium and even when Dave looked to get on with things all was not sounding well with his bat.  He called for a replacement in the 16th over (43 for 0) with a 30cm crack now running up the back, and was then bowled by a slower ball in the next over.
Chris R injected some boundaries into proceedings but even with Charlie now also looking to push on the rate had barely climbed above 3-an-over by the end of the 26th (89 for 1). The next over saw Charlie stumped trying to be positive and then Dan, promoted a place, fall to a 2-ball duck.

Chris R (41*) did his best to post a defendable score and the two Sam’s backed him up but 132 looked very much under-par.
The reply saw Dan take the second over and found Fitzgerald’s edge first ball only for Symo to grass it. It looked a costly miss as the batsman fired a powerful six back over Bomber in the next over but then a piece of fielding magic two balls later as with Fitzgerald backing up at the non-strikers end, Lennie swooped at mid-wicket and unleashed a rocket throw to shatter the stumps and leave the batsman high and dry.

BBC were also finding runs hard to come by, 17 for 1 after ten, but crucially it had started to drizzle, not enough to halt play, it never the less got incrementally heavier with time and caused plenty of delays while the ball was dried.
Dan picked up two wickets at the end of his spell, but the new partnership of Sabour and Ram pressed the accelerator and took the attack to the damp bowlers. Both were dropped early in their innings, chances that might have changed the course of the match but we will never know. 

When Ram did eventually fall, it was almost another drop but having only parried a strong drive at mid-off Sam S managed to twist and dive to hold it second time around to give Will a wicket. Sabour though looked to finish the game in a hurry continuing to come down the wicket he brought up his fifty and finished things off with 9.2 overs to spare.
