Won by 8 wickets
The first visit to Ipsden by Dorchester saw early morning rain but the new groundsheet came into its own for the first time to keep the worst of it off the pitch. Dave was working so in came Jono for his first match of the season and was handed the captaincy.

It wasn’t an easy task early on for Jono as with Chris Rudling who has played for Dorchester 2nds giving an insight into the apparent strength of the opposition, news was also coming in that Symo had been hospitalised after a head injury playing football on Saturday and had pulled out and another of the published eleven was AWOL.

Thankfully Jono was able to call up his nephew Jake Morris and Alister, his son Alec, although as a member of opposition remarked; they keep getting smaller.

Dorchester won the toss and had no hesitation in batting, but after four overs may have been reflecting on the decision as Redhead, who had hit a century against us last year sliced high over cover, Jake C chased it and took a fine catch with his back to the square; the ball dropping over his shoulder from a considerable height. Then next over Ferris nicked-off to hand Will a wicket (1 for 2).

 Dorchester recovered to put on 42 for the third but Jake Cuffe, available after his exams then struck twice, Charlie catching a slice in covers then Sharman bowled (51 for 4). However Hyde proved solid in defence, punishing the bad ball and Irving feasted on Chris Rudling’s two overs up the hill (0-32) to move the score into three figures.
Jono felt decisive action was needed and brought back first Bomber and then Will to try and break the partnership and it was the latter with a c&b to remove Irving that vindicated the decision. Sam was brought on up the hill and despite seeing Charlie grass Hyde who had just completed his fifty, picked up two quick wickets as the innings entered the final five overs (145 for 7).
With Hyde set and the opening bowlers already done it could have been carnage but a moment of confusion saw Hyde run out and at loggerheads with his partner over the calling of what should have been an ambled single. Chris Rudling took a wicket with the first ball of the 33rd, Jake Morris delighted to hold on above his head after back pedalling on tip-toe at square-leg and the innings finished on 166 for 9.

It still looked a decent score given our recent form with the bat and the comparative strength of our eleven, and Charlie falling cheaply didn’t help. However Alister has been the one bat in form and that continued as for the second match running he and Chris Rudling put on 50 for the second wicket.
Chris though fell on the short square leg boundary, tempted by the spin of Clayton having seen off a frugal spell from Belcher. Jono was off the mark with a boundary but with Dugdale keeping things tight from one end, the required rate began to creep up, having been 5.4 when the partnership came together it had risen to 6.7 by the time the fifty partnership came up in the 27th over and had leapt alarmingly to 7.8 as we entered the final five.
The batsmen though knew the score and pressed hard on the accelerator, 14 came off the 32nd over including a six that brought up Jono’s fifty and Alister scored off each of the last ten balls he faced to bring up his own half-century and leave his much younger partner feeling the pace as they brought us home with an unbroken 105-run stand with 9 balls still remaining.
For the record; in our inaugural match against Dorchester last season they also scored 166.
