Lost by 4 wickets
Another trip out of the home county and our second visit to Twyford following the inaugural draw in 2014. The hosts won the toss and quickly asked us to bat in a time format game.

Things started brightly enough as Alister continued his good form and Dave kept pace with him, the fifty coming up in the 13th over and the stand had reached 80 by the end of the 18th. However change bowler Ahluwalia’s spin was beginning to cause some problems, Alister was put down and then Dave, having again got into the thirties, aimed a big swing at the bowler that went straight up and down into the waiting clutches of mid-on.
Charlie & Kyle both fell to the same bowler for very little, not able to see Alister to his fifty, that duty went to Dan who came in and raced to 21 climbing into N Downes first over, however in the next he became Ahluwalia’s 4th victim and the bowler had a 5 for two balls later as Jake drove to extra cover.

Alister then took 10 off the first 3 balls of Downes second over but then missed with another attacking stroke and was plumb in front (67). Sam B became the bowlers second victim without getting off the mark (148-7) and the innings could have collapsed there and then however Sam Simmonds had his best afternoon with a bat so far in his time with Ipsden and used the long handle approach and the big wide open spaces to launch 27 runs, mostly down the ground.
Ahluwalia continued a lengthy spell and picked up not only wicket number six but seven as well (7-43) before Singh brought matters to a close, bowling Sam with his first and only ball of a second spell.

It looked a slightly under-par score given the big playing area and fast outfield and so it proved, a tidy start was interrupted when Dan pouched Narula at slip off Bomber, but we had to wait until the 14th over for number two as Will caught Woodman at mid-on. Dan had a second in his next over as Ahluwalia’s adventurous innings came to a close with Charlie relieved to hang on having not been able to take an earlier chance off Will’s bowling.
J Downes though had begun to settle and the tall left hander put on 66 with Fort before the later edged Dan behind and Arron took it second bite (133-4). There were 14 overs left and an asking rate of under 3 wasn’t going to over trouble the hosts. We didn’t help our cause by missing two chances to dismiss Downes (61*) and put some pressure on the lower order, Sam B seemed to have a skyer covered but it bounced out of his grasp.
There was time for Dan to pick up another for consecutive 4-fors and Bomber to come back and remove Teal but in the end our hosts were clear winners.

For the record: Sam Simmonds Ipsden best, Dave’s top score of the season and sixth dismissal for a score of between 31-35 runs this year. Arron avoid a fifth successive duck and apologies to Dan for not mentioning his 250th wicket for the club last week. Not forgetting the extra security on the gate with the threat of a traveller encroachment in the neighbourhood.
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
