Won by 86 runs
A warm yet windy afternoon, with the strains of Braziers Supernormal festival audible in the lulls saw us play host to Swyncombe for the first time since 2010 due to the vagaries of the weather.
They were a man light and indeed only nine at the toss with one on the way, but still confident enough to put us in and the reason became clear as they unleashed a phalanx of fast bowlers. The opening pair did for our openers in the first six overs and had our lower order’s attention, but Charlie and Chris R survived and began to prosper, bringing up the fifty in the 14th over and completed a half-century partnership soon after. The stand though was broken in the 18th with second change Spears splintering Charlie’s middle stump.
Dan came in and Aidan, who had starred for us at Stonor last season, was jolted with 4-4-6 in an over that went for nineteen and Dan didn’t look back. The phrase ‘the faster it comes, the faster it goes’ was being used on the boundary as he took the attack apart, reaching his fifty off 23 balls and it didn’t stop there. 
Amongst the ball searches and exasperated looks of the bowlers Chris was confidently going about his own game taking boundaries when offered but content to push the single and put his partner back in the spotlight. As Dan moved into the seventies there was a sense on the boundary that this could be his day, the century partnership was breezed past but the reintroduction of Phillips at least slowed the scoring to one and twos, even the odd dot but the moment arrived in the 33rd as Dan came on strike to the third ball and launched it for six and his maiden century. After taking an ovation and catching his breath he launched Dominic for another maximum to bring up the 150-partnership and it was so nearly three in a row but this one went flat and Phillips made no mistake on the square-leg boundary.
Chris deserved a half-century but perished on 49 in the penultimate over looking to launch Lewis and Jake went to the final ball of the innings but 238 felt good as we enjoyed Arron’s teas.

The reply was faced with a required run rate of 6.8 and got off to a sticky start as Dave caught two drives close in, one off each opening bowler. Aidan was dropped when on 9 on the long-on boundary and it looked a crucial miss as he began to dominate a partnership (60) with Lewis, including three successive boundaries off Crowmarsh teammate Chris S. But the bowler was to have his revenge bowling Lewis and Jones in his next over and then the prize scalp of Keeble in the next (3-0 in 7 balls) to rip a big hole in the Swyncombe top order (74-5). 

The required rate had climbed to 8.6 and despite the efforts of Dominic with 31, the need to chase runs also brought about wickets, both Goodall and Dominic went in the same fashion in the book; c. Wood b. Cuffe but whilst one was simple the other was an excellent rush in from mid-off and forward dive to scoop it one-handed just above the turf. Spears went on the mid-wicket boundary and finally Hunt having been floored by a blow in the box from a Sam full toss that kept him down for some time was last man out to another catch by Dave.
For the record (and there were a few); Dan’s maiden hundred (108; 69mins 47 balls 15x4 5x6), his first six was his 100th for the club. Charlie hit his 1000th four during the innings. Dan and Chris set a new club record for the 4th wicket, 155, beating the 146 scored in 2008 between D Wood & S Brown against the same opposition. Dave took 5 catches, equalling the record held by Stuart Kennedy (1986) and Tim Harper (1992), and finally almost lost amongst the above was Arron’s 50th appearance for the club.
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
