Lost by 26 runs
The third round of the Friendly Cup saw us facing a new opponent in the 5th/6th place play-off. A big ground greeted us with the pitch set in a valley and the outfield sloping up on either side of the wicket.

Our hosts won the toss and elected to bat, the Ipsden side saw Gary making his now customary one appearance of the season while John finally took time out from house building for his first match of 2016. We also welcomed Ali Whittle into the side, brought along by Lennie from RAF Benson even so we were still a man light due to a late withdrawal.

Bomber and Ali opened the bowling and had the better of the opening exchanges with the batmen. We thought we had the breakthrough in the fifth when Dey advanced down the wicket, was beaten by the ball which Lennie gathered and under-armed the stumps down but square-leg gave the decision in favour of the batsman’s desperate lunge. However there was no time to dwell on the decision as next ball Bomber found the top of off and then Ali removed Hirst via a cross-batted edge through to Lennie in the following over (7 for 2).
Looking back that was the last moment we were in the ascendancy, as Lazenbury came out and quickly fired a six to show his abilities and together with Swingler began building a partnership. Will came into the attack bowling spin due to his rib injury while John rushed in a little rusty from the other end.

Neither was able to make the breakthrough, nor Gary who was introduced in the 18th over but this was not due to a lack of effort by the bowlers who saw four chances missed in the field, most glaringly two in two balls spilt at cover by Chris H. Both batsmen completed fifties in a century stand that wasn’t broken until the 28th over as Ali returned to the attack (121 for 3), but Hill came in and formed another useful partnership that prospered until Bomber removed Swingler. The fifth wicket came off the final ball as Lennie threw himself full-length in pursuit of a top edge to give Charlie a wicket in his solitary over.
The reply saw Lazenbury open the bowling and his pace troubled both the keeper and then Charlie as one kept low in the third over (14 for 1). Dave was lucky to see an edge bounce to safety off slips chest and was dropped by a drive that went straight up during a promising partnership with Lennie which put on 54.
Having seen off the opening pair, things looked initially a little easier against the first change but Swingler was bang on line from ball one and picked up both Lennie and Dave in his first four overs (76 for 3). Chris R and Ali put on 45 for the 4th wicket but chasing a required rate of 5.6, Ali was getting increasingly frustrated by his inability to hit young C Block out of the attack.
He was put out of his misery with a juggled c&b by Hart and two overs later we were five down, Chris H run out, a victim of the increasing run rate. Wickets continued to fall at regular intervals and Chris R was last man out having to take on the returning Lazenbury.
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
